Kansas Brick and Tile began in 1954 at their present location 2 1/2 miles south of Hoisington, in Central 
Kansas. Today with a new energy efficient plant, annual brick capacity is over 30 million. All of the clay is 
mined from the hill behind the plant. They have 4 natural clay colors and from these they manufacture over 
200 different colors and textures by adding surface coatings and additives. Your group may visit their 
showroom (display of all the different colors and sizes they make) and museum (old beehive kiln with pictures 
of equipment used from their 50 years in business).

Pawnee Rock State Monument 

To travelers on the Santa Fe Trail, the red sandstone outcrop known as Pawnee Rock represented the 
midpoint of their journey and the peak of danger from Indian attack. The top of the rock, 240 feet in 
circumference, is believed to have been the sacred council site of the Pawnee Indians. At different times the 
rock was held by raiding parties, troops, and settlers who used this vantage point to scout for enemy on the 
plains. Pawnee Rock stood about 100 feet above the prairie before nearly 20 feet of stone was removed from 
the site by settlers and railroad companies who used the material for building. The site includes interpretive 
signs and an observation deck where visitors may survey the countryside, much like early-day scouts who 
watched for movement in the prairie grass below.

Fort Larned National Historic Site 

Fort Larned was established as a military post in 1859 to protect travelers on the Santa Fe Trail. The fort served 
as a base for military operations against the Plains Indians until 1878. Today, it is regarded as one of the 
countryôs best preserved vestiges of the Santa Fe Trail era. Join the living history staff to experience the sights, 
sounds, and smells of Fort Larned in the 1860ôs through talks and demonstrations of frontier life. Special events 
are routinely scheduled on: 

¶ Memorial Day Weekend (Saturday through Monday) ï Santa Fe Trail Days 

¶ Labor Day Weekend ï Largest living history event in Western Kansas
